This award is to have nominations from Sierra Council Board of Directors including race chair presidents.  These nominations will consist of a written explanation of why this person should be considered and what they have done in the last year.  Nominations due April 1st.

Legends Award

· One time award

· Length of time in the sport of skiing

· Dedicated long term commitment

· Impact of what they have done for the sport and the league

This award is to have nominations from Sierra Council Board of Directors including race chair presidents.  These nominations will consist of a written explanation of why this person should be considered and what they have done in the last year.  Nominations due April 1st.

Man and Woman of the Year Award
· Follows Far West Ski Association Guidelines

· Requires written application 

· Only one nomination per club for man and one for woman of the year

· Review committee at least three persons.

· No nominee can be on the review committee

· Can receive award more than once but not in consecutive years

· Recognizes previous years for outstanding service to their club

Applications must be sent March 1 to club presidents.  Presidents are to nominate and hand out one application to a man and one to a woman.  These are due back to committee April 1st.    Committee can set up interviews as appropriate

Gatekeeper to write citation.

Fun Awards
· Limit number of awards to no more than 5 per year

· These are left up to the creativity of the awards committee
