LODGING AVAILABILITY UPDATE for Sun Valley, 2021 Ski Week    

Sierra has three lodging sites, all with full access to the amenities of Sun Valley Lodge 
and free shuttles to the ski area.  The 2 Queen Bed, Sun Valley Lodge Hotel Rooms are 
now sold out.  We still have availability at the Sun Valley Inn which is the location of 
FWSA activities.   

There are both 2 queen bed rooms (3 left) and king bed rooms (2 left) available.  There 
is also room in the Sun Valley Lodge Apartments (3 left) that have both twin and king bed configurations.

GOOD NEWS FOR IKON PASS PURCHASERS   

Spring promotional pass prices that were set to expire on April 22nd have been extended to May 26.       
Renewal discounts have also been extended.  The discount for the Full IKON pass has been doubled from 
$100.00 per pass to $200.00.  The starting price is now $799.00. per pass.  Current IKON Base passholders 
will receive $100.00 off per pass, with prices starting at $599. 

In addition to these promotional prices, our travel operator has added a lodging discount for a 4 day IKON 
pass.  Travelers to 2021 Ski Week purchasing this lift ticket package will receive a $25 lodging discount.  
(Note: Sun Valley is EPIC for 2020-2021) 

As mentioned in last month’s travel update, 2021 Ski Week travelers can purchase a three of five-day Sun 
Valley lift ticket pass for $223.  This option is especially favorable if you have purchased a LOCAL EPIC 
pass which gives you 2 days at Sun Valley.  The other options are a five-day lift ticket for $345.00 or a six 
day for $393.00.  The tickets must be preordered with your registration.  

Note: If you purchase both your season IKON and EPIC pass from our travel operator, you will receive a 
Sun Valley Ski Week lodging credit of $100.00.  Purchases can be made at www.winterskiandsportcom/
shop.  Indicate “Far West” as the name of your club.

 Storing Your Skis for the Off-Season

“BACKSHOP: HOW TO PUT YOUR SKIS AWAY FOR THE SUMMER 
By Todd Carroll, March 27, 2020 

 

With another ski season in the books, it’s time to start a spring sport, get back 
in the gym, or just sleep in and relax. Time to stuff the skis in the closet for 
the summer, too, right? 
 

Not so fast. A few simple steps can protect your skis for storage and make 
them easy to work on when you next have them on your tuning bench. An 
ounce of prevention, as they say, is often worth a pound of cure. 
 

1. Make sure all of your skis are thoroughly dry. 

2. Check edges for burrs, dings, etc… File and diamond-stone the edges as you 
would for a training session. 

3. Scrape the bases with a sharp scraper; brush with a good steel or brass 
brush. 

4. Perform at least one hot-scrape of the base – details are in the next      
section. 

5. Brush the base with steel or brass brushes after they have cooled from the 
hot scraping. 

6. Apply a thick coat of warm hydrocarbon wax. To get thicker coats, use a 
lower iron temperature while moving the iron faster than usual.  You are    
trying not so much to saturate the base but rather to create a layer between 
the base and the outside world. 

7. Earn bonus points for getting any wax off the base and side edges          
(you don’t need to scrape) and applying a rust inhibitor. 
 

This process will also save you time if you plan to ski during the summer, or 
will maximize the value when you want to sell the skis.

Also note: 
 
Now is a great time to bring your skis to your local shop for a full rehab. The 
shop can make sure your sidewalls are out of the way and smooth, your ba-
ses are re-ground, and that your edges are smooth and properly beveled. 
Doing this work now ensures that whether you plan to ski during the sum-
mer, sell your skis in the fall, or hand them down to a family member, they 
will be ready to hit snow right away and you will not have to contend with the 
masses who are trying to get this work done just before the start of next 
season. 
 

Regardless of whether you bring your skis to a shop, take the time to hot-
scrape clean them and get a heavy coat of hydrocarbon wax on them for 
storage. Skiing in the spring is messy business.  Hot-scraping will help re-
move any build up of grease from lift towers (especially on surface lifts); salt 
or urea used to freeze soft snow; dirt getting tilled up by groomers; pollen; 
and other contaminants. They all conspire to make your bases blotchy, clog 
up pores, and, worst of all leave your skis inconsistent and unpredictable. 
 

If you are planning on skiing this summer, invest in some form of graphite/
moly/ molybdenum wax (graphite wax is simply a recommendation and style, 
any non-flouro base wax will also work.) Use it once or twice before you 
leave and every day when you wax at your camp.  These are additives – rub 
them on before dripping on your wax du jour, and they’ll offer an increased 
level of repellency. Additionally, with almost every summer skiing  destina-
tion having incredibly abrasive snow, these additive waxes can help slow the 
rate at which your base is worn away. 
 

Whether you plan to use them again, sell them or just retire them, your skis 
deserve the effort now for, at the very least, good habit retention.  The more 
you work on your skis, the easier it gets.  Undoubtedly there were instances 
during the season when balancing everything was a struggle and hopefully 
you were diligent about not letting your ski maintenance slip.  As with so 
many things, momentum is key, so push on through one last effort and then 
enjoy some well-deserved time off.”

Ski industry news from the National Ski Club News, National Ski Council  

- Ikon Pass Expands Spring Deals Amid COVID-19 Crisis.  Ikon Pass is doubling renewal     
discounts and extending spring promotions through May in response to the unprecedented 
challenges created by the coronavirus pandemic.  
- Vail Resorts Institutes Pay Cuts, Furloughs, Defers Capital Projects.  In an effort to reduce 
expenses over the coming months, Vail Resorts will furlough the majority of its U.S.        
year-round hourly employees and institute pay cuts for salaried employees.  It will also  
significantly reduce capital expenditures planned for this summer. The moves stem from the     
uncertainty of when, or if, the company’s businesses will be able to reopen this summer as 
the impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic grow.  
- Vail Resorts CEO Donates $2.5 Million for COVID-19 Assistance.  Vail Resorts CEO Rob Katz 
and his wife, Elana Amsterdam, will donate more than $2.5 million to provide immediate 
support for both Vail Resorts employees and the mountain towns where the company       
operates in response to the COVID-19 crisis.    
- Alterra Suspends Pay for Some, Postpones Capital Projects.  As the mountain resort       
industry remains at a standstill amid the expanding coronavirus (COVID-19) crisis in North  
America, Alterra Mountain Company has made adjustments to maintain financial viabil-
ity.  SAM Ed. This article references an April 3 internal memo from Alterra CEO Rusty    
Gregory to employees. The article below references an April 1 interview with the Aspen   
Skiing Co. CEO Mike Kaplan. It is unclear whether the Alterra announcement negates the 
capital projects outlined by Aspen Skiing Co. 
- Aspen Skiing Co. Moving Forward with Major Capital Projects.  In an interview with The  
Aspen Times, Aspen Skiing Co. CEO Mike Kaplan said several major capital projects will still 
take place this summer, including a new $10+ million six-passenger chairlift, construction of 
a new workforce housing complex, and more.  Ed. See note at end of Alterra item above. 
- New Owners Investing $10 Million at Timberline Mountain, WVA.  Timberline Mountain in 
West Virginia closed in the middle of the 2018-19 season, fell into bankruptcy soon after, and 
was purchased in December by the owners of Indiana’s Perfect North Slopes.  Now, amid 
the COVID-19 turmoil, the new owners shared good news: plans to invest more than $10  
million at Timberline this summer, including the installation of two new chairlifts and           
a  conveyor. 
- Hestra Donates 38,000 Pairs of Gloves to Colorado First Responders.  Swedish glove     
company Hestra donated 38,000 pairs of gloves to Colorado first responders yesterday.  The 
company, who recently relocated its US headquarters to Arvada, CO, donated from the     
nitrile gloves to be used by the City of Arvada’s first responders during the coronavirus  
pandemic, 
- Skiing Got Big Lift from Art Clay and Ben Findlay Among Blacks.  Ed. Note. Good article 
about Art Clay and Ben Findlay who are the first African Americans to be inducted into the 
U.S. Ski Hall of Fame and the founders of the National Brotherhood of Skiers. Unfortunately, 
the Sun Times online did not allow copying text, but the full article is available at the 
link.
